	 Task 2.2: Mis seres queridxs

Before lesson prep:
· Prepare your tree of loved ones

Materials needed:
· Your tree of loved ones example
· Copies of blank tree of loved ones
· Glue sticks
· Pencils
· Possible but unnecessary: scissors and crayons

	For students:
Communicative goal: Create and share your tree of loved ones 

Non-linguistic goal: Celebrate the rich diversity of families

For the teacher:
Anticipated linguistic resources:
For more advanced (3-5) Additional descriptions and fun facts about their loved ones 

For fluent speakers/DLI students: An additional written component is added

[FYI] Cognitive complexity variables: +perspective taking (have students switch family trees and describe their family from the other students perspective); +/-few elements (e.g., to increase elements you can have students add additional family members, pets, or friends to their tree).

	PRE-TASK Overview
	In the pre-task phase, you will review relational/role vocabulary and the teacher will establish the communicative context and real-world applicability of the task.
	Pre-task total: 
7-10 min

	Pre-task 
Step 1
	Have students imagine they are meeting someone new (at school, at the pool, they can choose the location!) and they want to learn about their new friend. Tell them they will learn how to describe their loved ones and also to ask someone they have just met about their loved ones. You can have students reflect on different communicative contexts in which they might learn about someone’s family (e.g., at a restaurant).

Play slides 1-2 of this PowerPoint including the video embedded on slide 2, and write down these additional words:
· Este/Esta es…
· Mi (insert family member)tiene X años
· prima/primo
· Me llamo X y tengo X años

	Pre-task 
Step 2
	Review vocabulary from the video: ¿Qué palabras escuchamos? Point to the words on the chalkboard as students remember.

	Pre-task 
Step 3
	Share slides 3-12 in this powerpoint reinforcing the vocabulary. Ask students who has each person in their tree of loved ones ¿Quién tiene X? When a student raises their hand, confirm ¿Tienes X? And encourage them to repeat Sí, tengo X or Sí, hay X en mi familia.

	TASK CYCLE
Overview
	During the task cycle students will construct their tree of loved ones, minimally writing mis seres queridxs. They are then encouraged to share their pictures, first individually with you and then with a friend. Teachers may group students into pairs. Follow the steps below.
	Task cycle total: 11-13 min

	Task Step 1
	Share your own tree of loved ones, describing each person and running your finger over each corresponding picture as you say the vocabulary word. 
	2 min

	Task Step 2
	Hand out a blank tree to each child and have them trace/write mis seres queridxs, write their name, and then cut, paste, and maybe even color in their loved ones. More advanced kiddos can write the corresponding name and role by each person and even add a brief description of who is in their home.

	Task Step 3: Planning
	Walk around and give each student a chance to practice with you. (Example: En mi árbol, tengo mi madre, mi hermano y mi abuela.)

	TASK REPORT
Overview

	For the report phase, students will share their tree of loved ones with a friend or two and find at least one similarity and one difference.
	Task report total: 4-6 min  

	Task Report Step 1
	Have students turn to a partner and describe their picture, finding one similarity and one difference.

	Task Report Step 2
	Have 2 or 3 volunteers share with the entire class. (En mi árbol, tengo mi madre, mi hermano y mi abuela. En su árbol, hay hermana no hermano).

	POST-TASK: LANGUAGE FOCUS 

Overview
	In this post-task, you will direct learners’ attention to the language that was central to the task they just completed. Follow the steps below.
	Post-task total: 
6-9 min

	Post-task 
Step 1: Language focus
	Make sure students can describe their tree with En mi árbol, hay/tengo [roles or people].
Additionally, practice ages and additional descriptions such as mayor, menor, etc. or other fun facts about these people.

If students need more challenges, collect written descriptions to be able to provide individualized encouragement and feedback. Encourage students to spot-the-difference between trees with more nuanced vocabulary (en su familia es la hermana menor, etc.).

To add complexity for more advanced students and add a different perspective: have them switch trees and then describe their family using their friends tree. For example if Mackenzie has a sister and Laura has a brother named Rob, when they switch trees, Mackenzie can say ´ahora tengo un hermano. Se llama Rob¨´

	Post-task
Step 2: Analysis
	Lead a review of the language and forms that students used to complete the task.

What adjectives did you use? How does adjective agreement work?

	Post-task 
Step 3: Practice
	For the practice phase, students will share their trees! Encourage students to get up and walk around the room and share their trees with at least 2 classmates. 
	2-3 min

	LESSON CONCLUSION
	In the last minute or two of class, remind students what they can do now by sharing the last two slides (slides 13 & 14) of the ppt. Encourage them to create and email videos introducing the loved ones at home to the teacher.
