TEACHER'S INSTRUCTIONS

TASK: Suggesting a hiking trail


General objective: It is expected that, by the end of the task, students will be able to identify information about tourist activities, and reach a collective agreement to make a suggestion of a hiking trail.

Teaching procedures:

	Pre-task phase
	1. Introduce the topic asking the following questions for the class:
O que vem à sua cabeça quando você pensa em trilhas? (What comes to your mind when you think of hiking trails?)
Você gosta de fazer trilhas? (Do you like to go on hiking trails?)
Você conhece Florianópolis? Conhece alguma trilha em Florianópolis? (Have you heard of Florianópolis? Do you know any hiking trails there?)
É comum fazer trilhas no seu país? (Do people in your country usually go on hiking trails?)
Quais itens são essenciais para fazer uma trilha? Numere-os em ordem de importância (Which items should you bring with you in a hiking trail? Number them according to their importance.)

2. Show students the Activity in Appendix 1 (Essential items for a hiking trail). Ask them to check whether the items they listed are presented in the activity. Then, tell them to associate each item with their corresponding description.

(Answer key: água - é essencial manter-se hidratado durante a caminhada; repelente - é essencial para proteger dos mosquitos; kit de primeiros socorros - é essencial para fazer curativos em casos de acidente; lanterna - é essencial para iluminar e usar em casos de imprevistos; canivete - é essencial no caso de reparos em qualquer equipamento, além de outras necessidades; calçado confortável - é essencial para oferecer estabilidade, aderência e evitar escorregões; roupa confortável - é essencial porque permite comodidade principalmente se for passar por lugares de mata fechada; mochila - é perfeita para carregar itens essenciais.)

	Main task
	1. Tell students to work in groups (ideally three or four people). Hand in Activity in Appendix 2. Explain that their family wants to visit Florianópolis and would like you to recommend them a hiking trail.
2. Distribute Appendix 3 for the students. Tell them to read the information about each trail, complete the table with the required information and decide collectively on the best trail recommendation for the family.
3. Tell students to take notes on the justifications for their trail recommendation.

	Post-task phase
	1. Tell students to record an audio to be sent in the Whatsapp family group. The audio should contain: a) the trail recommendation, b) the justification for their choice and c) which items they should bring for the activity.
2. Ask students to play their audio recordings to the class. Discuss whether recommendations were similar or different. You may also use this moment to focus on form if necessary (for instance, focus on how we can make recommendations in Portuguese).
